Vice President
· The responsibility of the MPSCPA Vice President is to oversee all fund-raising activities for the swim club. The Vice President is also responsible for soliciting and developing ideas for new fund-raising opportunities for MPSC.  
· Current fund-raising activities the incoming Vice President will oversee for the 2010-2011 season include the following: 
· Website advertising campaign (a priority for 2010-2011)
· Heat sheet advertising sales (this activity should be closely linked to the web site advertising campaign)
· Partnerships with local businesses (e.g., Carvel, Sticky Fingers, Chick-fil-A, Liquid Highway Car Wash, etc.)
· Swim-a-Thon (if conducted in 2010-2011)
· Home swim meet concessions (work with concessions coordinator to ensure consistent concessions pricing for all MPSC home meets, and oversee printing and sales of heat sheets)
· Any MPSCPA activity that is intended as a fund-raising opportunity should involve the oversight of the Vice President. It is not the responsibility of the Vice President to work these fund-raising events, although he/she may choose to volunteer to work these events.
  

· It is imperative that MPSCPA families are actively engaged and supportive of fund-raising activities for the team. Each individual fund-raising effort requires a project chair. Committee members should be solicited, as needed, by the project chairs. Active committee membership is imperative for the advertising campaigns to be successful.
  

· The Vice President should also work closely with the SCRIP coordinator and office manager to promote and encourage MPSCPA family involvement in the SCRIP program.
